Third Quarter Grace Period Extension – October  12, 2006
     Enclosed is your 2006 final/ 2007 preliminary tax bill.  Based upon law PL 1994, Chapter 72, the grace period for third quarter taxes for 2006 will end on October 12, 2006.  Payments must be received in the tax collector’s office on or before October 12, 2006 so as not to be subject to interest for the August  2006 quarter.  Payments received on October 13, 2006 or later will be subject to interest retroactive to August 1, 2006.
